Product Information

Honor® Intrinsic™ brand fungicide is a broad-spectrum
fungicide for the control of many important diseases of golf
course turfgrass. For maximum efficacy, apply
Honor Intrinsic preventively. Preventive applications opti-
mize disease control resulting in improved plant health.
Honor Intrinsic may be applied solo or in tank mixes with
other registered fungicides. DO NOT exceed the specified
application rate or fail to comply with use restrictions listed
in the Resistance Management and Restrictions and
Limitations sections. All applications must be made
according to the use directions that follow. Failure to follow
directions and precautions on this label may result in injury
and/or inferior disease control.

This package contains Honor Intrinsic, a water-dis-
persible granule (WG). The active ingredients in
Honor Intrinsic are pyraclostrobin, a member of the stro-
bilurin (Qol) class of chemistry, and boscalid, a member of
the carboxamide (anilide) class of chemistry. Optimum
disease control is achieved when Honor Intrinsic is
applied in a regularly scheduled protective spray program
and used in a rotation program with other fungicides.
Because of its high specific activity, Honor Intrinsic has
good residual activity against target fungi.

Modes of Action

Pyraclostrobin and boscalid, the active ingredients of
Honor Intrinsic, belong to the group of respiration
inhibitors classified by the U.S. EPA and Canada PMRA as
target site of action Group 11 and Group 7 fungicides,
respectively.

Resistance Management

Honor Intrinsic contains two active ingredients: pyra-
clostrobin, a target site Group 11 (Qol) fungicide, and
boscalid, a target site Group 7 fungicide. Honor Intrinsic
is effec tive against pathogens resistant to fungicides with
modes of action different from those of Groups 7 and
Group 11, such as the dicarboximides, sterol inhibitors,
benzimidazoles, or phenylamides. Fungal isolates resistant
to  fungicides in Group 11 (such as pyraclostrobin, azoxys-
trobin, and trifloxystrobin) or Group 7 (such as boscalid
and flutol anil) may eventually dominate the population if
such fungicides are used predominantly and repeatedly in
the same area for successive years as the primary method
of control for the targeted pathogen species. This may
result in reduction of disease control by Honor Intrinsic or
other Group 7 or Group 11 fungicides. In order to maintain
Honor Intrinsic’s performance, DO NOT exceed the total
number of sequential applications. Adhere to the label
instructions regarding consecutive use of Honor Intrinsic
and other Group 7 or Group 11 fungicides with a similar
site of action on the same pathogens.

Resistance Management Advisory
The following instructions can delay the development of
fungicide resistance.

1. Tank mixtures. Use tank mixtures with fungicides from
different target site of action groups that are
registered/permitted for the same use and that are effec-
tive against the pathogens of concern. Use at least the
minimum labeled rates of each fungicide in the tank mix.

2. IPM. Integrate Honor Intrinsic into an overall disease
and pest management program. Follow cultural prac-
tices known to reduce disease development. Use
Honor Intrinsic in advisory (disease forecasting) pro-
grams which recommend application timing based on
environmental factors favorable for disease develop-
ment.

3. Monitoring. Monitor efficacy of all fungicides used in the
disease management program against the targeted
pathogen and record other factors that may influence
fungicide performance and/or disease development. If a
Group 7 or Group 11 target site fungicide such as
Honor Intrinsic appears to be less effective against a
pathogen that it previously controlled or suppressed,
contact a BASF representative or local expert for further
investi gation.

Restrictions and Limitations

• Maximum seasonal use rate. DO NOT apply more
than a total of 6.6 ounces of Honor Intrinsic per 1000
sq ft per year (18.0 pounds of Honor Intrinsic per acre
per year).

Tank Mixing with 
Other Products and Additives

Tank Mix Partners/Components

Honor Intrinsic is compatible with most fungicide, insecti-
cide and fertilizer products. If tank mixtures are used,
adhere to restrictions due to rates, label recommendations
and precautions on all labels.

Physical incompatibility, reduced disease control, or plant
injury may result from mixing Honor Intrinsic with fungi-
cides, herbicides, insecticides, additives, or fertilizers. To
improve control of certain diseases, tank mix
Honor Intrinsic with other effective fungicides from a dif-
ferent target site group.

Additives

DO NOT use with organosilicone-based adjuvants or injury
may occur. Because of the large number of additives or
adjuvants that may be used, neither the manufacturer nor
the seller has determined whether Honor Intrinsic can be
used safely with all additives.

Compatibility Test for Tank Mix Components

Add components in the following sequence using 
2 teaspoons for each pound or 1 teaspoon for each pint of
specified label rate per acre.

1. Water. For 87 gallons per acre spray volume, use
14.4 cups (3.5 liters) of water. For other spray volumes,
adjust rates accordingly. Use only water from the
intended source at the source temperature.

2. Water-dispersible products (dry flowables, wettable
powders, suspension concentrates, or suspo-
 emulsions). Cap the jar and invert 10 cycles.

3. Water-soluble products. Cap the jar and invert
10 cycles.

4. Emulsifiable concentrates (oil concentrate or methy-
lated seed oil when applicable). Cap the jar and invert
10 cycles.

5. Water-soluble additives. Cap the jar and invert
10 cycles.

6. Let the solution stand for 15 minutes.
7. Evaluate the solution for uniformity and stability. The

spray solution should not have free oil on the surface,
nor fine particles that precipitate to the bottom, nor thick
(clabbered) texture. DO NOT use any spray solution that
could clog spray nozzles.

Mixing Order

Limit amount of spray mixture prepared to that needed for
immediate use.

1. Water. Begin by agitating a thoroughly clean sprayer
tank 1/2 full of clean water.

2. Products in PVA bags. Place the water-soluble PVA
bag into the mixing tank. The water-soluble PVA bag will
dissolve in water to allow the contents to disperse. Wait
until all water-soluble PVA bags have fully dissolved and
the product is evenly mixed in the spray tank before
 continuing.

3. Water-dispersible products (dry flowables such as
Honor Intrinsic, wettable powders, suspension con-
centrates, or suspo-emulsions)

4. Water-soluble products
5. Emulsifiable concentrates (oil concentrate or methy-

lated seed oil when applicable)
6. Water-soluble additives (AMS or UAN when

 applicable)
7. Remaining quantity of water. 

Maintain maximum constant agitation during application.

DO NOT allow mixture to stand for extended periods
prior to application.

Application Instructions

Use Honor Intrinsic for disease control in golf course turf-
grass.

Application Use Rates

• Apply the specified rate of Honor Intrinsic as instructed
in the Use Directions sections with ground spray equip-
ment prior to or in the early stages of disease develop-
ment. Use the shorter specified application interval and/or
the higher specified rate when prolonged favorable
disease conditions exist.

• Honor Intrinsic is most effective when applied preven-
tively.

• Actual length of disease control will vary depending on
environmental conditions, disease pressure, and man-
agement practices.

• Calibrate spray prior to use.
• After application, allow foliage to dry prior to mowing or

irrigation, except for fairy ring and Pythium root dysfunc-
tion for which the turf can be irrigated immediately follow-
ing treatment.

• Apply Honor Intrinsic using sufficient water volume and
pressure for adequate coverage of the foliage.

Aerial application of Honor Intrinsic is not permitted.

Spray Drift Management

DO NOT spray when conditions favor drift beyond area
intended for application. Conditions that contribute to drift
include thermal inversion, wind speed and direction, spray
nozzle/pressure combinations, spray droplet size, tempera-
ture/humidity, etc. Contact your state extension agent for
spray drift prevention guidelines in your area. All application
equipment must be properly maintained and calibrated
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using appropriate carriers. Avoiding spray drift at the appli-
cation site is the responsibility of the applicator.

Wind
Drift potential is lowest when wind speed does not exceed
10 mph. However, many factors, including droplet size and
equipment type, determine drift potential at any given
speed. Application should be avoided below 2 mph due to
variable wind direction and high inversion potential. Local
terrain can influence wind patterns. Every applicator should
be familiar with local wind patterns and how they affect
spray drift.

Temperature and Humidity
Low humidity and high temperatures increase the evapora-
tion of spray droplets and, therefore, the likelihood of
increased spray drift.

Avoid spraying during conditions of low humidity and/or
high temperatures. When making applications in low rela-
tive humidity, set up equipment to produce larger droplets
to compensate for evaporation.

Droplet evaporation is most severe when conditions are
both hot and dry.

Temperature Inversions
Applications should not occur during a temperature inver-
sion because drift potential is high. Temperature inversions
restrict vertical air mixing that causes small suspended
droplets to remain in a concentrated cloud. This cloud can
move in unpredictable directions due to the light, variable
winds common during inversions. Temperature inversions
are characterized by increasing temperatures with altitude
and are common on nights with limited cloud cover and
light-to-no wind. They begin to form as the sun sets and
often continue into the morning. Their presence can be
 indicated by ground fog; however, if fog is not present,
inversions can also be identified by the movement of smoke
from a ground source or an aircraft smoke generator.
Smoke that layers and moves laterally in a concentrated
cloud (under low wind conditions) indicates an inversion,
while smoke that moves upward and rapidly dissipates indi-
cates good vertical air mixing.

Sensitive Areas
The pesticide should only be applied when the potential for
drift to adjacent sensitive areas (e.g. bodies of water or
nontarget crops) is minimal and when wind is blowing away
from the sensitive areas.

Honor® Intrinsic™ brand fungicide controls a range of
diseases. Refer to Table 1. Honor® Intrinsic™ brand
fungicide Application Rates and Intervals on Golf
Course Turfgrass for specific use instructions. For
optimum control of gray snow mold and pink snow mold,
tank mix Honor Intrinsic with another effective fungicide
from a different target site group.

Uses and Tolerance

Due to variability within turfgrass species, application tech-
niques and possible tank mixes, neither the manufacturer
nor the seller has determined if Honor Intrinsic can safely
be used on all turfgrasses under all conditions. Therefore, it
is recommended that the user determine if Honor Intrinsic
can be used safely before broad use. Apply the specified
use rate of Honor Intrinsic on a small test area under con-
ditions expected to be encountered. Monitor for any
adverse effects during a 14-day period after application.

Rate
Use the application rates specified for each disease listed in
Table 1. Honor® Intrinsic™ brand fungicide
Application Rates and Intervals on Golf Course
Turfgrass. Apply Honor Intrinsic in 1 to 4 gallons of
water per 1000 square feet (43 to 174 gallons per acre).

Cleaning Spray Equipment

Clean spray equipment thoroughly before and after apply-
ing this product, particularly if a product with the potential
to injure turfgrass was used prior to Honor Intrinsic.
