Multiple applications may be required to maintain control and prevent reinfestation from migrating adults into 
the crop. Spotted lanternfly are mobile and may re-infest crops quickly. If another treatment is needed before 
the minimum retreatment interval, use another insecticide to maintain control. 
This product is highly toxic to bees exposed to direct treatment or residues on blooming crops or weeds. Do 
not apply this product or allow it to drift to blooming crops or weeds if bees are visiting the treatment area. 
Protect pollinating insects by following label intended to minimize drift to reduce risk to these 
organisms.
