Product must not be mixed or loaded within 50 feet of intermittent streams and rivers, natural or impounded lakes and reservoirs. Product
must not be applied within 66 feet of points where field surface water runoff enters perennial or intermittent streams and rivers or within 200
feet of natural orimpounded lakes and reservoirs. If this product is applied to highly erodible land, the 66 foot buffer or setback from runoff
entry points must be planted to crop, or seeded with grass or other suitable crop.
